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Guard’s indicator

If it is possible for the signal at the exit-end of a platform to be obscured from a Guard’s view, a
Guard’s indicator is placed over the platform.

If the exit-end signal displays a PROCEED indication, a Guard’s indicator shows a lunar white or a
blue light.
